Introduction


  
  I’ve had a lot of interesting days on patrol as a State Trooper, but one of my scariest days was when I heard a screeching voice crying for help over the State Police radio. The motorist followed right behind Trooper without him realizing it, and once they were at the Trooper’s door he attacked the Trooper by diving on top of him inside the car.

  Once they landed inside the care they were face to face, with the Trooper lying  across the front seat on his back. The was attacker lying directly on top of him and somehow during this struggle the attacker managed to get his hands on the Troopers gun.

  So, here you have a deranged man who the Trooper thought was just a simple motorist aid, attacking a him inside his own Troop car. To make matters even worse the Trooper’s gun is now pined between both of their chests as they’re both battling for control of the weapon!

  What happens next is a little hard to imagine, but the attacker starts to bite the Trooper on his face in an effort to get the Trooper to release his grip from the weapon. That’s when the Trooper let go with one hand and managed to grab his State Police Radio to give one quick cry for help! And that’s when we heard that scream, that I’ll never forget, come across the airwaves! It was just once over the radio and we never heard from him again, because he was obviously fighting for his life!

  That quick cry for help worked because another State Trooper arrived on the scene shortly thereafter! And the first thing he did was to advise the attacker that if he didn’t release the Trooper’s gun he was about to die! Because this other Trooper explained that he would have had no choice but to use deadly force if the attacker refuse to release his grip upon the gun.

  Thankfully, the attacker made a wise choice and basically tapped out. Meaning he released his hold on the Trooper’s weapon, was immediately arrested and thankfully no one was shot.

  That’s a scary story and the reason I tell it is because that’s pretty much the same with the enemy of our souls, meaning the devil. The Bible calls him a deceiver, meaning he’s very slick and cunning. He comes at us with all sorts of temptation and works overtime in an effort to get us to become enslaved by sin.

  There’s a reason he does that, for he knows the power that sin can have over a life. He knows that sin, among many things, has the enslave us. Sin much like much like that attacker fights with everything it has to never let us go. And once sin gets what the Bible calls a stronghold in our lives it will never tap out, never let go until something more powerful arrives on the scene forces it loose it’s grip upon us and that something of course is Jesus Christ!

  The whole story about Jesus Christ, from start to finish is nothing short of amazing. I mean when you take a closer look at what Jesus really did for us you can’t help but be amazed!

  However, what’s also amazing is what God does with our sin! Maybe you never though about that before, but there are ten things God does with are sin that are truly incredible!

  Of course, the Bible does say in Hebrews 11:25 that there’s pleasure in sin for a moment. The Bible uses the word fleeting, meaning this pleasure is temporary and only lasts for a very short time. Most of us know that to be true from our own experiences, we also know that sin brings a whole lot more than just some short lived pleasure. It brings damage, heart ache, problems that spin out of control and according to the Scriptures ultimately death.

  Therefore,  it’s relatively  easy to assume there’s nothing amazing about sin. What’s really amazing is what God does with our sin that’s so incredibly amazing!

  And when it comes to God He’s always doing something amazing right? I meant think about what He does on a daily basis. Things like perform miracles, answers our prayers, causes the sun to rise and to set each and every day, provides breath, food, shelter, protection, direction, wisdom, and the list goes on. And that’s each and every single day, and that’s amazing!

  Oh, but what’s even more amazing is what He does with our sin! If you even wondered what truly happens to your sin you’re about to find out. More specifically, you’re about discover 10 amazing things that God does with our sin!

  Actually, you’re about to be blessed literally!

  




  
  




1
Why are you blessed?


  
  I want to share with you ten amazing things that God will do for you today! Actually, I want to share with you right now ten amazing things God desires to do with our sin! Are you ready?

  The first amazing thing God does with our sin is to forgive it! Psalm 32:1 says, Blessed is the one whose transgressions are forgiven, who sins are covered. Psalm 32:1 New International Version (NIV)

  Notice the first word of the first verse in Psalm 32 is the word blessed! Yes, first and foremost blessed are the forgiven! So, the first thing God does with our sin is to forgive it and the first thing that happens as a result is you’re blessed!

  Just the other day I was in a room with a couple of people and one of them was going around the room asking each of us to answer this question,

  “Why is God better than life?”

  Each person had a different answer, but I though about it for a moment and then said,

  “God is better than life because I’m forgiven!”

  I’m forgiven because I’ve asked Jesus Christ to forgive me and to become the Lord of my life! But I’m not only forgiven, I’m blessed! Blessed is the one whose sins are forgiven! And you can look at me and say something like,

  “Chris is blessed because he’s married to his wife Lori!” And yes I am! Or “Chris is blessed because he has two beautiful daughters.” And yes Sir I do! Or “He’s blessed because he’s in ministry.” And I’m am blessed to be in ministry!

  However, if you want to get right down to it, I’m blessed because I’m forgiven period! That’s first and foremost. Jesus pretty much said the same thing over in the book of Luke. I don’t know if you remember this, but we see a moment when He granted His disciples the power to heal and the power to cast demons out of people and then sent them out to do just that.

  
    And when they came back to Jesus they were all excited saying things like, “Even the demons are subject. to us in Your name!”  I get the picture that they have been giving each other high fives! And then Jesus started to explain how he actually saw Satan fall from heaven and He agreed with them that He had blessed them with power to accomplish God’s will, but then He said this in Luke 10:20:
  

  
    
      Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, that the spirits are subject to you, but rather rejoice because your names are written in heaven.”

    Wow, what did Jesus say? I mean these guys just said that even the demons listen to them, but Jesus said don’t rejoice because of that. Wait what? No, Jesus said rejoice because your name is written somewhere very important, somewhere where not every name will be automatically written, rejoice because your name is actually written in Heaven! 
  

  Think about that, and remember when you ask God for forgiveness the very first thing He does is forgive you and you’re so blessed as a result!

  




  
  




2
Covered!


  
  The second amazing thing God does with our sin is He covers it. Just like last night when I was working on some projects in my back yard when I was done I covered some items up with a tarp. Obviously, once I did that you couldn’t see them any longer.

  The later part of Psalm 32:1 says, “Blessed is the one whose transgressions  are forgiven, who sins are covered.”

  Whose sins are covered! Have you ever been to a place to purchase something, maybe a meal and you go up to pay when someone says,

  
    “It’s covered.”
  

  Or maybe a friend says,

  
    “I got it, I covered it.”
  

  Meaning they covered the required fee or payment for you and that’s an amazing little moment that always makes us smile!

  Listen, when we confess our sins to God He forgives them first and foremost, and then He covers them! You’re covered! It’s almost as if you were to walk up to a counter and attempt to pay for your food, but noticed you didn’t have your wallet on you when God steps in and says,

3
No Charge!


  
  
    “Oh, I’ll forgive you, but it’s going to cost you!” 
  

  Have you heard that before?

  
    “Oh, you’re going to owe me big time mister!”
  

  Thankfully you’ll never hear that from God, and that’s because the third amazing thing God does with our sin is this, He doesn’t charge us for it! No charge!

  Romans 4:8 says,

  
    “Blessed is the one whose sin the Lord will never count against them.” 
  

  Romans 4:8 New International Version (NIV)

  Notice Romans 4:8 uses the word never! Once our sin is forgiven God will NEVER hold it, charge it or count it against you! Why because the Lord charged your sin and placed in upon the back of Jesus Christ! He sent His only Son to die on the cross for our sins and charged Him for it!

  At this point you may be thinking,

  “Does God overlook my sin?”

  No, but rather He punishes our sin, again on the back Jesus Christ. The Bible says the wages of sin is death, meaning someone has to die for us to be truly forgiven. Somebody has to pay for it and that somebody has to be sinless.

  There’s only one person that ever walked this earth can qualify  to die for our sins and that’s Jesus Christ!

  




  
  




4
Removed!


  
  Have you ever had something removed from your life? Maybe you had a criminal history and it was removed from your record through the legal process otherwise know as expungement. Which means that there were records on your file that showed evidence of an arrest, or other criminal activity in your life, that were completely removed.

  And if you were to look up expungement in the dictionary you’d see words like to strike out, to obliterate and to abolish. Which leads me to the fourth amazing thing God does with our sin, removes it, completely!

  And if an expungement can remove someone’s criminal record, how much more the blood of the very Son of God remove someone’s sin? The answer? Way more! When  God removes your sin it’s gone, abolished and completely obliterated!

  Yes, completely obliterated because the fact is that whenever God does something He does it right! When God says out of His mouth,

  “I’m going to do this.”

  You can bet your bottom dollar it’s going to be done right! That is whenever He does something no matter what it may be the Lord does it right!  Meaning it can’t be done any better! So, when God removes your sin it can’t be done any better, it’s gone!

  I pray you start to see that when God forgives our sins He goes way far and beyond what anyone one of us would ever do when we forgive, and that’s some good news right!

  It’s great news and talk about God doing things right take a look at how far God removes our sins from us. Does He just simply remove them, which would be good enough right? No, He does way more than that, He always goes the extra mile no pun intended!

  Just listen to Psalm 103: 12,

  
    “As far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us.” 
  

  Psalm 103:12 New International Version (NIV)

  How far does God go to remove our sins? Far! As far as the east is from the west, meaning those two point’s, the east and the west never touch! This means that your past sins are never coming back into your life! They’re gone and farther away from you than you can imagine! Hey, are you shouting yet?

  I have to tell you when writing this point I stated to get a little emotional as I started to realize when God forgives me He really means it!

  Listen, this is great news! Too good to keep to ourselves! I mean just listen to what the verses before Psalm 103:12 say starting with verse eight,

  The Lord is compassionate and gracious, slow to anger, abounding in love. Verse nine, He will not always accuse, nor will He harbor His anger forever. Verse ten, He does not treat us as our sins deserve or repay us according to our iniquities. Now, listen to verse eleven, For as high as the heavens are above the earth, so great is His love fro those who fear Him. Meaning God’s love towards those who respect Him, not perfect people, but folks who strive to put God first, His love for them is as far as the heavens are about the earth! And again verse twelve, as far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us!

  If you’re ever having a bad day I challenge you to read those verses again and even memorize them, because it doesn’t get any better than that! Or does it? Let’s take a look at the fifth amazing thing God does with our sin.

  




  
  




5
Washed!


  
  One of the purest things upon the earth is the un-driven snow, meaning snow that no one has ever walked on, driven through or touched. That type of snow is just pure and beautiful, maybe that’s why the Lord choose to use it as an example in Isaiah when He talks about how He washes us from our sin. Which by the way is the fifth amazing thing the Lord does with our sin, washes us from it!

  Listen to Isaiah 1:18,

  
    “Come now, let us settle the matter,” says the Lord. “Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they are red as crimson, they shall be like wool.”
  

  Isaiah 1:18 New International Version (NIV)

  Like a red stain upon a white shirt leaves that a stain, so does sin leaves a stain that only the Lord can cleanse. And because He does all things well you can imagine that when He sets out to wash us from our sin we’re going to be incredibly clean! Just like the un-driven snow!

  1 John 1:9 says,

  
    If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
  

  1 John 1:9 New King James Version (NKJV)

  I know this verse all to well because I’ve made some many mistakes! I remember when I first gave my life to the Lord, meaning when I first asked Jesus Christ to forgive me and to come into my life.

  After that I would make a mistake and sin somewhere somehow and I would call a friend of mine a little more knowledgeable in the Lord than me and I would say to him,

  
    “That’s it I did it! I messed up big time, beyond what God can forgive, I’m done for!” 
  

  My friend would simply point out to me this truth found in 1 John, that if we confess our sins to God He’s two things, faithful and just. Faithful meaning He keeps His promise to do what He says and in this case it’s to forgive and to cleanse!

  And second, He’s just. Meaning He doesn’t just hide my sin or act like He doesn’t see it. No, He deals with it. Like we already said He actually punishes it upon the back of Jesus Christ. Because sin requires a payment, which again is a sinless death, God in His mercy allows Jesus to pay for it with His own life!

  So, when I’d call my friend to tell him how much I’ve blown it he would actually say to me

  
    “Chris, Chris, 1 John 1:9 Chris! If we confess our sins Chris God is faithful and just to forgive us and to cleanse us from ALL unrighteousness. Chris, we you make a mistake repent and confess it! If you do that you’ll be like the un-driven snow!”
  

  So, God not only forgives you of your sin, not only covers your sin, doesn’t charge you for you sin, but He goes a little further by washing us from it! To the point we become like the un-driven snow! Now, are you ready to discover the sixth amazing thing God does with our sins?

Throws it!


  
  The sixth amazing thing God does with our is He throws them somewhere! Listen to Isaiah 38:17,

  
    “….For You have cast all my sins behind Your back.”
  

  Isaiah 38:17 New King James Version (NKJV)

  Unlike popular opinion we don’t have eyes in the back of our heads and so we can’t see what’s behind us. Therefore in a symbolical sense God is saying in Isaiah 38 that He throws our sins behind His back, why? So He can’t see them anymore!

  So far we’ve learned that God,

  
    	Forgives our sin

    	Covers our sin

    	Doesn’t charge us for our sin

    	Removes our sin

    	Washes us from our sin

    	And throw our sin behind His back

  

  Wow, and we still have three more amazing things to cover!

  




  
  




7
Sweeps it!


  
  The seventh thing God does with our sin is He sweeps it away!

  In Isaiah 42:22 we read,

  
    
      “I have swept away your offenses like a cloud,
    
    

    
      
            
        your sins like the morning mist….”
      
    
  

  Isaiah 42:22 New International Version (NIV)

  Sweep away like the morning mist! Why did God choose to use this metaphor? Well, have you ever seen how when the sun comes up is burns away the morning dew, the morning mist? God wants us to know that when He forgives He fully forgives!

  He doesn’t want us burdened with guilt once we repent. I’ve been there I’ve sinned and confessed and repented and still felt as though God had not forgiven me. It’s one of the greatest tricks of the devil. He’ll whisper into our ears that we’re not forgiven, that we’re the slum of the earth.

  Therefore, God used images and metaphors to help set us free from the guilt and the shame. Remember, Jesus came to set the captives free and who the Son sets free is free indeed!

  I love each and every one of these ten amazing things God does with our sin, but this eighth one just may be my favorite!

  The eight amazing thing God does with our sin is He forgets it! Actually, in Hebrews 8:12 it says,

    When God forgives our sins; He forgets them! Meaning He no longer holds our sins against us. 
    For I will forgive their wickedness and will remember their sins no more. 
  

  
    Again, that’s my favorite, why? Well, where are you going to go and meet someone like that? Only God can forgive and truly forget. Even the best of us when we forgive can still tend to remember how that person offended us and sometimes we battle with forgiveness.

He nailed it!


  
  Well, we arrived to the tenth amazing thing God does with our sin, which is nailing our sin to the cross!

  Listen now to Colossians 2:13-14,

  
    13 You were spiritually dead because of your sins and because you were not free from the power of your sinful self. But God gave you new life together with Christ. He forgave all our sins. 14 Because we broke God’s laws, we owed a debt—a debt that listed all the rules we failed to follow. But God forgave us of that debt. He took it away and nailed it to the cross.
  

  Colossians 2:13-14 Easy-to-Read-Version (ERV)

  We were spiritually dead because of our sins, but God changed all that we He took our sins and nailed them to cross! The cross that He placed His only Son, Jesus Christ, upon canceled a debt we owed and debt we could never pay!

  Yes, God does ten amazing things with our sin!

  He,

  
    	Forgives our sin

    	Covers our sin

    	Doesn’t charge us for our sin

    	Removes our sin

    	Washes us from our sin

    	Throws our sin behind His back

    	Sweeps our sins away

    	Remembers our sin no more

  Are you shouting yet? Are you starting to see God if a different light? Some of us have been taught all our lives that God is out to get us, that He can’t wait to strike us down! The truth is God’s not our to condemn anyone, actually He’s out to forgive us!

  Many know what John 3:16 says, but not too many folks know what the very next verse says, John 3:17.

  
    For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved.
  

  John 3:17 New King James Version (NKJV)

  The Lord didn’t put Jesus through everything He went through to condemn us, why? Because the truth is we’re already condemned! Thanks to Adam and Eve, who were the first to sin against God. This set off sort of a chain reaction passing sin down all men.

  You see Adam and Eve sinned and inherited a sinful nature, they started to have children and those children started to have kids. All the way down to you and I the Bible teaches us that sin was passed on starting with Adam and Eve.

  So, when Jesus was sent here to fix this whole sin mess He was here to condemn, but rather undo what was already done. However, Jesus had to do it in a very legal way. He had to be born of a virgin so He didn’t inherit that same sinful nature we did.

  Then He had to go off into a desert and be tempted by the devil, just like Adam was tempted and Adam of course failed. However, after Satan threw everything he had at Jesus in an all out effort to get Him to sin, Jesus remained sinless!

  And that’s what qualified Jesus to pay for our sins! Remember? Two things needed for us to be forgiven, a death must occur, in other words something has to die for you and I to be forgiven. And that which dies for us must be sinless.

  Well, if you’re like me we’re out of that race! Only Jesus remained sinless when tempted and therefore went on to die a sinners death upon the cross!

  I said all that to say that those ten amazing things we just went through will do you no good if you even try to somehow pay for your own sins or try to go around the cross of Christ. You can’t, you’re in a condemned state thanks to Adam and Eve.

  But here’s what you can do! You can simply repent and ask Jesus to forgive you and to become your Lord and your Savior.

  If you’re ready here’s how,

  
    “Dear Jesus, 
  

  
    I believe You died for my sins! I believe You were beaten, buried and that You rose from the dead for me! And today as an act of my own free will I ask that You would forgive me for all my sins, all my trespasses and become my Lord and my Savior!
  

  
    In Jesus name, amen!”  
  

  If you just said that prayer from you heart congratulations, because ten amazing things just happen to you!
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
